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Report of the Winter School (2014-15) conducted by Applied Statistics Unit, ISI, Kolkata 
 
 

The Applied Statistics Unit of ISI, Kolkata, recently organized the Winter School (23 – 27) March 2015, on 
‘Application of Statistical Methods in Medicine, Public Health and Environment   using Computer’. The program 
was held at the Applied Statistics Unit seminar room (8th floor), S.N.Bose Bhavan.

Objective of the five day Winter School was to impart hands on training on application of Statistical 
Methods for analyzing data in the respective research domain of Public Health, Environment and Bio-Science. 
The practical application of Statistics using tools of Statistical Software enrich the knowledge and skill of the 
participants in grasping the Statistical concepts and interpreting the results. 

 
• Topics  covered  :  Introduction to Statistical Data Analysis. Introduction to SPSS. Probability  and 

Distributions. One Sample & Two Sample Tests.  One way & Two way   ANOVA.  Tests  for Variances 
and Correlations. Contingency Table and Tests for Proportions and Independence.  Linear and  Multiple 
Regression. Survival Analysis. Binary Logistic Regression. Longitudinal Studies. Cluster Analysis. 

 

Targeted participants :   Researchers/Professionals, affiliated to Govt. Institute/Universities of India, with 
Masters in Medicine/Public Health/Environment or  pursuing  PhD  in Biological Science.  Only  the Candidates 
who need to analyze data in their domain using tools of Statistical Software and conversant with SPSS were 
selected. 

 

 

Participants selected from all over India joined the course. The program  was  initially planned to accommodate 
30  candidates only.    Number  of  application was  150.    Realizing the  huge  demand, no.  of candidates  to 
be accommodated was increased from 30 to 36. A few failed to join at the last moment because of Swine 
Flu/MCI visit/Personal reasons etc.
