Equivariant cobordism.

  Abstract

Non-equivariant cobordism classification was completely solved by R. Thom in 1954. For smooth closed $G$-manifolds the structure of cobordism ring depends on the type of group and the nature of the action in question and is not known in general. The aim of the talk is to discuss some partial results that are known for cobordism classification for elementary abelian $2$-group actions on smooth manifolds with finite set of fixed points.
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
